Minutes of the Army Configuration Control Board Meeting 03-2 at CECOM/ SEC, Fort Monmouth, New Jersey, 25-26 June 2003 

1.  Purpose.  At 0830 on 25 June 2003, the U.S. Army Configuration Control Board (ACCB) Meeting 03-2 convened at Building 1209, Fort Monmouth, New Jersey.  The purpose of the meeting was to establish Army positions on Tactical Data Link (TDL), Variable Message Format (VMF) and United States Message Text Format (USMTF) Interface Change Proposals (ICPs) and other requirements levied on the Army CCB by senior organizations.  The SEC/DID, representing the U.S. Army, will present Army CCB positions at their respective Joint CCBs, Technical Review Panels (TRPs) and working groups.  

2.  Attendees. The attendance list will be provided via email.

3.  Agenda.  The ACCB 03-2 meeting agenda is provided on the website in a separate file.  The US Army CCB web site can be found at: http://www.sed.monmouth.army.mil/aie/accb/index.html.  Briefing slides are also available on the website.  Highlights of the meeting follow:

4.  Mr. Edward Tawil, Chairman of the ACCB, welcomed attendees and opened the meeting with administrative remarks and a review of meeting agenda items. Mr. Tawil discussed the meeting agenda and asked if there were any changes or additions.  No items were added to the agenda.  

a.  The ACCB Chairman asked the attendees to introduce themselves.  

b.  The ACCB members were asked to vote on the approval of the ACCB 03-1 meeting minutes. There were no comments submitted on the minutes.  The ACCB voting representatives gave unanimous approval of the ACCB 03-1 minutes. 

c.  One open action item (AI 02-3/02) from a previous ACCB meeting was discussed. Action item AI 02-3/02 will be modified and remains open.  Thirteen new action items were opened at the ACCB 03-2 meeting.  The action items are as follows:

d.   The ODISC4, AMCOM, PEO AMD,  SOC and FORSCOM representatives were not present during the ACCB 03-2 meeting.   Mr. Jose Lopez-Merced represented PEO Soldier.  

e.  TDL Messaging Standards Update.  Mr. James Jaehnig, ILEX Systems technical support to CECOM SEC, briefed the remaining calendar year 2003 Joint Multi-Tactical Data Link (TDL) Standards Working Group (JMSWG) and Joint Multi-TDL Configuration Control Board (CCB) (JMCCB) meeting schedule.  He mentioned that the 2004 meetings, (although the Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA) has not yet published the schedule), would probably take place in April, August, and December 2004 to facilitate U.S. position formulation for the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO) Data Link Working Group (DLWG) meetings.  Mr. Jaehnig noted that the DISA had not yet published the TDL Interface Change Proposal (ICP) listing for the August 2003 JMCCB 03-2 meeting, and that an electronic vote on TDL ICPs by the Army CCB members would be conducted after that list is published and the Army TDL-community formulates a recommended position.  He stated that the meeting agendas and related TDL data are posted on the DISA TDL Web site, and added that anyone who did not already have a TDL account should visit that site (http://tdl.disa.mil) to request a TDL account that the Army TDL representative, Mr. Thomas Daly, would approve.  Mr. Jaehnig then provided updates on three TDL-related initiatives.  The DISA is preparing the Variable Message Format (VMF) Technical Interface Design Plan – Final Test Edition Reissue 6 (TIDP-FTE R6).  The TIDP-FTE R6 along with VMF ICPs approved through the December JMCCB are planned for a vote as the VMF Military Standard (MIL-STD).  The Single Link Interface Requirements Specification for Link 16 (SLIRS-16), developed by the U.S. Navy (USN), U.S. Air Force (USAF), and United Kingdom (U.K.), with more recent participation by the U.S. Marine Corps (USMC) and U.S. Army (USA), had been proposed in TDL ICP TJ03-034 to change the Link 16 messaging standard (MIL-STD 6016) to a functional transaction-based message-use format.  A series of three SLIRS-16 Comment Resolution Meetings (CRMs) are taking place.  The Enhanced Data Link Platform Implementation (eDLPI) is a U.S. / U.K. developed tool to document TDL system message standard transmit/receive implementation.  The eDLPI is a potential replacement for the current Personal Computer Service Agency Implement (PCSAIMP) software used to document TDL system message standard implementation.  Mr. Jaehnig closed by noting that the issue of limited input on the operational aspect of TDL ICPs from the Air Defense School had recurred and that Mr. Daly had resumed working the issue.

f.  Tactical Data Link Certification Testing.  Mrs. Nalini Kukke, CECOM SEC, summarized Joint Interoperability Tests (JITs) that had taken place during February through April 2003.  The Joint Interoperability Test Command (JITC) conducts the JITs. The JIT 03-02 tested the USAF B-1B Bomber, USN AEGIS Missile Cruiser during 18-26 February 2003, and the 1-2 April 2003 Joint Analysis Review Panel (JARP) meeting resulted in the USAF and USMC systems being certified and the USN system not certified.  The JIT 03-03 tested the USAF Modular Control Equipment (MCE) during 7-16 April, and the 3-5 June 2003 JARP meeting resulted in the USAF system receiving a Status of Interoperability Assessment Letter rather than a Joint Certification Letter due to the lack of Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS) J6 approved system requirements.  Mrs. Kukke noted that the JCS J6 had mandated that TDL systems receive JCS J6 validation of their Information Exchange Requirements (IERs) and Interoperability Key Performance Parameters (I-KPPs) prior to JIT certification.  The system will receive a Joint Certification Letter if the JCS J6 validates the IERs and I-KPPs without change.  Retesting could be required if that validation includes changes to the IERs and I-KPPs.  The JIT 03-04 tested the USA Forward Area Air Defense Command, Control, and Intelligence (FAADC2I), USAF Joint Surveillance Target Attack Radar System (JSTARS), and the USAF Roll-On Beyond-line-of-sight Enhancement (ROBE), and the 4-5 June 2003 JARP meeting resulted in the three systems receiving Status of Interoperability Assessment letters, again pending IER and I-KPP validation.  Action Item AI 03-2/01 was issued as a result of this briefing.

g.  Tactical Airspace Integration System Certification Testing.  Services/Agencies (S/As) conduct the Standards Conformance Tests (SCTs).  The SCT 03-01 tested the USA Tactical Airspace Integration System (TAIS) during 5-9 May 2003.  The CECOM SEC post-test analysis resulted in initiation of 14 Software Trouble Reports (STRs), eleven of which were corrected before the second SCT.  The SCT 03-02 tested the USA TAIS during 27-30 May 3002.  The CECOM SEC post-test analysis resulted in initiation of five additional STRs.  The CECOM SEC recommended that the TAIS Program Manager (PM) submit the TAIS for JIT participation.  Mrs. Kukke noted that the JITC has started including service level testing results in their system certification assessment/certification process.  In addition, the S/A Participating Test Unit Coordinators (PTUCs) will be meeting to discuss service-level interoperability testing and its relationship to Joint interoperability testing.  The Program Executive Officer for Command, Control and Communications Terrestrial (PEO C3T) representative noted that the Training and Doctrine Command (TRADOC) System Managers (TSMs) have been very passive in TDL system interoperability testing.  

h.  USMTF Standards and USMTF ICP Voting Results.  Mr. Richard Barnett, CECOM SEC, provided an update on USMTF standards and conducted a vote on four USMTF ICPs.  He discussed the results from the Joint USMTF TRP/CCB 2-03 meeting held 10-12 March 2003.  The USMTF MIL-STD 6040, 2004 baseline CD-ROM  was released by DISA on 15 May 2003.  Mr. Barnett stated that there are two distinct USMTF CD-ROMs, the baseline CD-ROM for ICP developers and the User Format CD-ROM for system implementers.  The Joint USMTF TRP/CCB 3-03 is scheduled for 14-18 July 2003 in Reston, VA. He provided a chart that listed the Army CCB consolidated vote on 35 ICPs that were voted on electronically.   There was a brief discussion ICP MT03-024 that introduces "Versioning" to the USMTF baseline.  The Army CCB voted to approve this ICP.  There was some discussion related to members providing a vote on each ICP even if the vote is "Abstain".  Some of the members disagreed and stated that if the PEO has no systems that implement USMTF, it would be a disservice to vote anything other than "abstain".  Four USMTF ICPs were discussed and three were voted on at the meeting with the fourth ICP voting deferred until 30 June 2003.  The Army CCB members will provide an electronic vote on ICP MF03-047 on 30 June 2003.  DISA IN3 has stated that there will be additional USMTF ICPs forthcoming to add a new message (OPREP-3WP White Pinnacle) and modify an existing message NUDETSUM.  
i.  USMTF Interoperability Testing .  Mr. Barnett briefed on USMTF testing issues.  Mr. Barnett reviewed the JITC test schedule for USMTF testing, including pre-test, test and Joint Analysis Review Panel (JARP) dates. The ACCB members were asked to identify Army systems for inclusion in future Joint Interoperability Tests (JITs).   He provided two slides on the USA System Joint Certification Status and asked the Army CCB members to review the chart (AI03-2/02).   The next USMTF JIT 03-03 test occurs on 8-12 September 2003.  No Army systems have been identified for testing at this time.  DA PAM 73-1 is available now (issue date of 30 May 2003).  He provided the JITC Plan 3006 status.  Existing action item AI 02-3/02 will be modified to reflect the changes by JITC.  JITC is developing a new plan entitled "Interoperability Certification Methodology (ICM) Plan" with JITC Plan 3006 as an appendix.  Interoperability Key Performance Parameters (I-KPPs), IERs will be used as part of the test planning.  The Joint Staff/J-6 must validate and approve all IKPPs and IERs.  System vice interfaces will now be certified.  This Interoperability Certification Methodology (ICM) Plan that summarizes these new test requirements was derived from CJCSM 6212/01B.  The briefing slides are available on the Army CCB web site.  

j.  Combat Net Radio Working Group.   Mr. Steve Turczyn, CECOM SEC, briefed on the Combat Net radio Working Group (CNRWG).  The next CNRWG is scheduled for 16-18 September 2003.  The initial review of the "D" version of the MIL-STD-2045-47001 header will be started.  The goal for completion of the MIL-STD-2045-47001D and MIL-STD-188-220D is March 2004.   MIL-STD-2045-47001D adds Forward/Backward compatibility, control/release marking, downgrading instructions and others. Mr. Turczyn briefed on the Strategic Implementation Plan that includes: Army system implementers need to prepare Implementers profiles, profiles by mode, mobility, Multicast versus Unicast, and timing model enhancements and modeling. 
k.  Joint VMF Testing.   Mr. Turczyn briefed on the VMF Test and Evaluation Working Group (TEWG) he attended in 15-17 April  2003.  Joint Forces Command (JFCOM) briefed on "Building Joint Requirements".  The Air Force briefed on the Joint Strike Fighter requirements for VMF and the MIL-STD-2045-47001 decisions now for the 2010-2020 timeframe.  JITC briefed on the new system approach model for certification that will use KPPs, IERs and the Interoperability Certification Methodology (ICM) Plan.  JITC will leverage testing from Development and Operational testing events.  Mr. Turczyn discussed some of the action items from the VMF TEWG meeting.  AI 03-1/1 tasked the Services/Agencies (S/As) to determine the actual number of VMF joint interfaces that currently exist or will be established in the next 3-5 years.  AI 03-1/3 tasked the group to provide input on what should be in Appendix D of the upcoming VMF Military Standard.  Appendix D is the implementation database for the message format.  AI 03-1/15 tasked the S/As to provide JITC with their joint architecture/service-level architecture.  Mr. Turczyn mentioned that the next VMF TEWG will be held at the Army Central Technical Support Facility (CTSF) 12-14 August 2003.  The CTSF was tasked with two action items at the meeting.  AI 03-2/1 tasked the CTSF to brief on data collection and data simulation/stimulation (C3 Driver) at the next TEWG.  AI 03-2/4 tasked the CTSF to provide a briefing at the next TEWG on how the Army regulates/organizes/manages the Tactical Internet (upper and lower).

l.  Variable Message Format Test Tool.  Mr. Turczyn briefed on the Variable Message Format Test Tool (VTT).  VTT Version 7.0 was released on 30 May 2003.  This VTT version supports various databases including: SWB1, DCX2, TIDP Reissue 4 and 5 and FDD.  Other capabilities included in the version are: 3000 sample messages, multicast, and reporting enhancements. Free downloadable software from SEC's RDIT web site.

m.  XML-MTF Technical Working Group Meeting.    Mr. Bill Curtin, CECOM SEC, briefed on the Extensible Markup Language-Message Text Format (XML-MTF) technical working group meeting (XML-MTF WG) held 9-13 June 2003 at MITRE, Hampton, VA.  The meeting purpose was to align the USMTF and ADatP-3 standards, tighten USMTF Structural Notation (SN) rules, and produce a XML Structural Notation (XSN) annex to MIL-STD 6040.  The  XML-MTF WG identified and recommended changes to bring USMTF and ADatP-3 into closer alignment. The attempts by MITRE to define the XSN identified deficiencies and inconsistencies in the USMTF and ADatP-3 SN.  MITRE will develop the XSN annex to MIL-STD 6040 that will use XML and Xpath 2.0 .  MITRE has created a prototype of the XSN to verify the XML-MTF. 

n.  Army Software Blocking Overview.  Mr. Stanley Conway-Clough,  CSC, provided an overview of the Army Software Blocking (SWB) initiative.  He covered the need for SWB, the SWB process, SWB Block 1 and SWB Block 2 members  , SWB success stories, the Block Execution Management Plan Development Concept and SWB applicability.  He stated that SWB Policy is essential to successfully maintaining a digitized Army.  Software Blocking is a task that is challenging and achievable.  The SWB effort involves many Army systems.  The SWB current effort involves SWB Block 1 in the Execution Phase (code development), SWB Block 2 in the Preparation Phase and SWB Block 3 expected to start in October 2003.  Action Item 03-2/04 was issued as a result of this discussion item.

o.  Joint VMF Subgroup Update.  Mr. Chet Broccoli, Northrop Grumman Information Technology (NGIT), reported on the Joint VMF Subgroup (VMFSG) 03-2, 29 April through 2 May 2003.  Mr. Broccoli conducted a discussion on VMF minimum implementation (MIN-IMP).  JITC cannot determine how to conduct VMF Interoperability Certification testing between systems.  Mr. Broccoli stated that he will distribute the Unit Reference Number (URN) Data Dissemination White Paper (AI03-2/06).  Mr. Broccoli will also distribute the USMC concept paper separating the VMF CCB activities from the existing Joint Multi-TDL CCB.  The USMC feels that VMF issues need more time than is presently available at the existing Multi-TDL CCB meeting (AI03-2/05).  Mr. Broccoli feels that MIL-STD 2525 (C) issues should be worked before the VMF community addresses the issues.  Mr. Bill Otten, CSC, stated that he has developed a VMF ICP that addresses approved MIL-STD 2525 changes.  DISA plans to publish a MIL-STD 2525 (C) in 2-3 years.  However, DISA will publish interim changes to the "B" version of MIL-STD 2525 after each Symbology Standards Management Committee (SSMC) meeting.

p.  Presentation of a New VMF ICP by SEC.   Mr. Chet Broccoli, NGIT, briefed on the Common Battle Damage Assessment (BDA) VMF message.  This message will incorporate the BDA segments from various VMF messages.  Mr. Broccoli will distribute the draft VMF ICP to the Army CCB members for review and comment (AI 03-2/07).  

q.  Presentation of New Fire Support VMF ICP.   Mr. Bill Otten, CSC, briefed on the proposed new Fire Support VMF ICP.  This new VMF ICP is required to satisfy new IERs based upon changes to MIL-STD-2525B.  The SSMC has decided to completely revise the Symbology standard.  Revising the MIL-STD could take years.  Therefore, the SSMC will post changes to the MIL-STD-2525B following each meeting.  The VMF TIDP-TE data element dictionary will need new codes.  Fire Support will develop a new VMF ICP that will add new and modify existing symbol codes.  This ICP will include Air Force and NIMA approved changes also.  If DISA does not publish the approved changes to MIL-STD-2525B, then Fire Support will withdraw the ICP.

r.  Sensor Data Link Protocol VMF ICP Update.  Ms. Sally McKerley, CSC, presented an update on the Sensor Data Link (SDL) Protocol VMF ICP.  She stated that this ICP would propose seven or less VMF messages.  The new messages will interface with the Future Combat Systems (FCSs).  The proposed VMF messages will be used between the sensors and the controlling node (CN).  Only unique and unchanged existing Data Field Identifier/Data Use Identifiers (DFI/DUIs) will be used in these messages.  Existing VMF messages will be utilized between the CN and the VMF community.  There will be an Integrated Product Team (IPT) meeting 8-10 July 2003 with the Lead Systems Integrator (LSI) during an SDL IPT to review the proposed VMF ICP.  If the reaction to the ICP is favorable, the ICP will forwarded to the Army CCB and the VMFSG.  The VMFSG is scheduled to meet on 20 July 2003 (AI 03-2/08).

s.  VMF ICP Review.  Mr. Chet Broccoli, Northrop Grumman, led the discussion on thirteen VMF ICPs on the agenda plus four new VMF ICPs being proposed by the Army.  The two Joint ICPs on the agenda were discussed and the Army CCB voted to modify and approve both of the ICPs.  The eleven Army originated ICPs were discussed and the Army CCB vote resulted in two ICPs being deferred (AI03-2/10 and AI03-2/11), one withdrawn, six modify and approve and two approve as written.   The table below reflects the detailed Army CCB voting on all the VMF ICPs.

t. Presentation of New FBCB2 VMF ICPs.  Mr. Ray Roux, FBCB2, presented the FBCB2 proposed VMF Changes.  These changes will improve and standardize Situation Awareness reporting and displays.  The changes will also increase Command and Control reporting capabilities and correct known messaging problems.  VMF ICP AV03-022 was approved with modifications at Army CCB 03-2.  This ICP contained some FBCB2 changes to VMF K00.1 and K00.2.  In addition, VMF ICPs AV03-020, AV03-021, AV03-023, AV03-025, AV03-027, AV03-028,  and AV03-029 were either approved or approved with modifications (see table Army CCB 03-2 Voting Positions on Scheduled VMF ICPs above).  AV03-026  and AV03-030 were both deferred for electronic vote on 2 July 2003.  In addition, the VMF ICP AV03-032, Modifications to K05.19 (Entity Data Message) was discussed and a teleconference scheduled for 1 July 2003 to discuss these proposed changes.  After the teleconference, the agreed changes will be incorporated into the ICP and distributed to the Army CCB members for an electronic vote.

u. Presentation of New Aviation VMF ICPs.  Mr. Dave Couturier, PEO Aviation, presented proposed VMF ICPs.  The VMF ICPs would contain modifications to VMF K04.1, Observation Report, modifications to the K05.17, Overlay, a new Airspace Request Message and modifications to VMF K05.19, Entity Data Message among others.  The proposed Airspace Request Message would be designed after the USMTF F658, ACMREQ - Airspace Control Means Request message.  New fire zone symbols for priority fire and no fire would be added to the K05.17 message.  The VMF K04.4 FCR message would be moved into the VMF K04.1 message.  The changes to the VMF K05.19 would include providing a mechanism to map VMF K02.38 cases 1.1 through 1.4 into K05.19 case 1.1.  Also, provide a mechanism to map K03.2 into K05.19 case 1.1 and map K02.14 into K05.19 case 1.1.  New fields would be added to discriminate between indirect fire, direct fire engagement and target handover.  

v.  COE Message Processor XML & Future Plans.  Mr. Jeff DenBleyker, JB Management, provided a brief on the Common Operating Environment (COE) Message Processor (CMP) XML and Future Plans.  He covered the current use of the CMP, vision of CMP in the future and CMP and use of XML.  The current CMP interfaces provide the warfighter with the ability to generate, edit, parse, validate, journal and manage military formatted messages.  The CMP is used on multiple platforms and is JITC certified in accordance with the standard.  It is also COE Level 6 compliant, a non-Defense Messaging System (DMS) product and is proposed as a DISA core product.  The CMP will improve with new server/client architecture, support hand-held devices, browser-based access, added email functionality, improved user training and continued integration with DMS.  Mr. DenBleyker discussed the CMP and XML.  Presently, has implemented the XML-MTF Annex A and B from MIL-STD 6040 (USMTF) and the VMF ICP that contains the XML-VMF mapping specification.  The CMP developer will prepare software tools to create templates using the XML-MTF schemas obtained from the DOD XML Registry.  The CMP will be tested to the MIL-STD 6040 2004 baseline later this year, but will not be tested for XML-MTF implementation.  

w. Scheduled Briefings Not Given.  Two scheduled briefings were not given due to time constraints.  The VMF Integrated Database (VID) brief by Mr. Mike Cottenier and the COE Message Processor VMF Testing brief by Mr. Jack Barro can be found on the Army CCB web site.  These briefs will also be sent to the Army CCB members.

x.  Recap/Actions.  The Chairman conducted an Action Item review.  Fourteen action items are open (see paragraph 4c above for details).   The next meeting ACCB 03-3 is tentatively scheduled for 23-25 September 2003.  Mr. Tawil thanked everyone for his or her participation and declared that this was a very successful meeting.
