Minutes of the Army Configuration Control Board Meeting 03-3 at CECOM/ SEC, Fort Monmouth, New Jersey, 23-24 September 2003 

1.  Purpose.  At 0830 on 23 September 2003, the U.S. Army Configuration Control Board (ACCB) Meeting 03-3 convened at Building 1209, Fort Monmouth, New Jersey.  The purpose of the meeting was to establish Army positions on Tactical Data Link (TDL), Variable Message Format (VMF) and United States Message Text Format (USMTF) Interface Change Proposals (ICPs) and other requirements levied on the Army CCB by senior organizations.  The SEC/DID, representing the U.S. Army, will present Army CCB positions at their respective Joint CCBs, Technical Review Panels (TRPs) and working groups.  

2.  Attendees. The attendance list will be provided via email upon request.

3.  Agenda.  The ACCB 03-3 meeting agenda is provided on the website in a separate file.  The US Army CCB web site can be found at: http://www.sed.monmouth.army.mil/aie/accb/accbdoc.htm.  Briefing slides are also available on the website.  Highlights of the meeting follow:

4.  Mr. Edward Tawil, Chairman of the ACCB, welcomed attendees and opened the meeting with administrative remarks and a review of meeting agenda items. Mr. Tawil discussed the meeting agenda and asked if there were any changes or additions.  No items were added to the agenda.  

a.  Mr. Tawil conducted a Software Blocking (SWB) discussion.  Mr. Tawil stated that Mr. Bill Marconi, Northrop Grumman technical support, would hand out a cross-reference table that maps SWB to ACCB membership.  The ACCB members were asked to review and comment on this document before the end of the ACCB meeting.  Mr. Tawil stated that the ACCB has an open door policy for new members and visitors to the ACCB meeting.  Mr. Dave Couturier, PEO Aviation, provided the following statement on the relationship between SWB and the ACCB.  "The ACCB is responsible for reviewing change proposals submitted by member organizations and determining their correctness and applicability as part of VMF, USMTF and other message standards development.  SWB is responsible for material developer conformance to standards, consistent with schedule and funding constraints.  These two groups need to work cooperatively to minimize interoperability disconnects between Army and Joint implementations.  In addition, SWB has identified an ACCB representative for each SWB member.  The ACCB believes that the appropriate procedure for ICP reviews is for the ACCB representative to disseminate ICPs to those SWB members they represent, and to integrate comments from the SWB members with others they distribute ICPs to and to reflect deconflicted comments to the ACCB and vote as appropriate.  The ACCB, in order to improve coordination with SWB will provide ACCB and JCCB meeting minutes, etc. to SWB for posting to a "STANDARDS" web page within SWB."

Mr. Couturier, PEO Aviation, raised an additional issue related to the alignment of implementation dates for various message standards with SWB's Technical View (TV-1) for the respective block.  Currently, USMTF issues a new baseline annually.  Mr. Couturier stated that this is inconsistent with an 18 month SWB increment.  This is an issue both within the Army and with Joint and Coalition systems.  The Air Force is currently implementing USMTF 2004 and plans to implement USMTF 2006 baseline next.  The Army is considering implementing USMTF 2004 or USMTF 2005 as part of SWB2, since it fits the TV-1 window (requirements known in February 2004, for implementation/fielding mid 2006) for requirements definition to place on contract.  If the Army implements USMTF 2004 baseline in SWB2, then SWB3 will probably implement 2006.  Mr. Couturier questioned what is the value of USMTF 2005 baseline?

b.  The ACCB Chairman asked the attendees to introduce themselves.  

c.  The ACCB members were asked to vote on the approval of the ACCB 03-2 meeting minutes. One comment was submitted on the minutes.  Change the word "Concept" to "Combat" on page 4 under AI03-2/08 action item title.  The ACCB voting representatives gave unanimous approval of the ACCB 03-2 minutes as modified. 

d.  All fourteen open action items from previous ACCB meetings were discussed. Three of the fourteen action items remain open and eleven are closed.  The open action items from previous meetings are as follows:

AI 02-3/02.  CECOM SEC will provide the draft Interface Certification Methodology (ICM) Plan and the modified JITC Plan 3006 to ACCB members when available.

Action Required.  JITC is in the process of developing the draft JITC Interface Certification Methodology (ICM) Plan and modifying the JITC Plan 3006 related to Joint Interoperability Certification.  The ICM Plan will reflect new guidance as detailed in CJCSI 6212.01B on the use of IERs.  CECOM SEC will provide the draft Interface Certification Methodology (ICM) Plan and the modified JITC Plan 3006 (when available) to the ACCB members.

AI 03-2/08.  CECOM SEC will Report to the Army CCB on the Outcome of Future Combat Systems Reaction to the Sensor Link Protocol (SLP) VMF ICP Concept.  Ms. Sally McKerley, SDL, provided an update on the Sensor Data Link ICP.  The ICP will be ready soon and will include changes proposed by Future Combat Systems (FCS) and others.

AI03-2/10.  CECOM SEC will verify that the “Condition” that was deleted from the K00.3 (Security Message) in the TIDP-TE R5 has been removed from the VMF Integrated Database (VID) for R5. The VMF TIDP-TE R5 was checked and the "Condition" was deleted from VMF K00.3 (Security Message).

AI03-2/11.  PEO Aviation will review and provide any comments on a revised VMF ICP AV03-026.  FBCB2 withdrew the ICP during a teleconference on 16 July 2003.

AI03-2/12.  PM FBCB2 will modify VMF ICP AV03-030.  Completed the changes and revoted the ICP at this ACCB meeting.

AI03-2/13.   PEO C3T, PEO Aviation, CECOM SEC and any interested Army CCB members will hold a teleconference to discuss VMF ICP AV03-032 on 1 July 2003.  Completed the changes and revoted the ICP at this ACCB meeting.

f.  Three new action items were opened at the ACCB 03-3 meeting as follows:

AI03-3/01.  SEC will brief the USMTF Joint Testing Schedule for fiscal year 2004 to the Software Blocking community.  The joint tests provide opportunities for joint certification of systems under test.

Action Required.  SEC will brief the SWB community on the USMTF Joint Testing Schedule and SEC's role in joint interoperability certification.  The JITC conducts regularly scheduled Joint Interoperability testing that could result in joint certification for participating systems.

g.   The CIO/G6, AMCOM, PEO AMD,  SOC, PEO IEW&S and FORSCOM representatives were not present during the ACCB 03-3 meeting.   Mr. Paul Meyer represented PEO Soldier.  

h.  TDL Messaging Standards Update.  Mr. James Jaehnig, ILEX Systems technical support to CECOM SEC, briefed the remaining calendar year 2003 and the calendar year 2004 Joint Multi-Tactical Data Link (TDL) Standards Working Group (JMSWG) and Joint Multi-TDL Configuration Control Board (CCB) (JMCCB) meeting schedule.  He noted that the Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA) had not yet published the TDL Interface Change Proposal (ICP) listing for the 9-12 December 2003 JMCCB 03-3 meeting, and that an electronic vote on TDL ICPs by the Army CCB members would be conducted after that list is published and the Army TDL-community formulates a recommended position.  He stated that the meeting agendas and related TDL data are posted on the DISA TDL Web site, and added that anyone who did not already have a TDL account should visit that site (http://tdl.disa.mil) to request a TDL account that the Army TDL representative, Mr. Thomas Daly, would approve.  Mr. Jaehnig then provided updates on three TDL-related initiatives.  The DISA has posted the Variable Message Format (VMF) Technical Interface Design Plan – Final Test Edition Reissue 6 (TIDP-FTE R6) on the Web site.  The TIDP-FTE R6 along with all VMF ICPs approved through the December JMCCB meeting are planned for a vote as the VMF Military Standard (MIL-STD).  The Single Link Interface Requirements Specification for Link 16 (SLIRS-16), developed by the U.S. Navy (USN), U.S. Air Force (USAF), and United Kingdom (U.K.), with more recent participation by the U.S. Marine Corps (USMC) and U.S. Army (USA), had been proposed in TDL ICP TJ03-034 to change the Link 16 messaging standard (MIL-STD 6016) to a functional transaction-based message-use format.  A series of seven SLIRS-16 Comment Resolution Meetings (CRMs) are taking place.  A vote on TJ03-034 could take place at the JMCCB 03-3 meeting   The Enhanced Data Link Platform Implementation (eDLPI) is a U.S. / U.K. developed tool to document TDL system message standard transmit/receive implementation.  The eDLPI is a potential replacement for the current Personal Computer Service Agency Implement (PCSAIMP) software used to document TDL system message standard implementation.  Mr. Jaehnig closed by noting that the issue of limited input on the operational aspect of TDL ICPs from the Air Defense School had improved somewhat and that Mr. Daly has continued to work the issue. 

i.  Tactical Data Link Certification Testing.  Mr. Ron Kane, ILEX technical support to CECOM SEC, summarized TDL Joint Interoperability Tests (JITs) that had taken place during June through September 2003.  The Joint Interoperability Test Command (JITC) conducts the JITs. The JIT 03-05 tested the USA Tactical Airspace Integration System, NSA Multi-Source Correlation System, and the USMC Tactical Air Operations Module V4 during 9-27 June 2003, and the 5-7 August 2003 Joint Analysis Review Panel (JARP) meeting resulted in the USA, NSA and USMC systems having successful evaluations.  The JIT 03-08 (A/B)  tested the USMC Multi-Source Interface Processor and the NSA Special Information System Senior Scout during 25 August through 5 September 2003, and the JARP meeting is scheduled for 7-10 October 2003.  The JARP results are pending.  No significant problems were noted during this test.
j.  USMTF Standards Update.  Mr. Richard Barnett, CECOM SEC, provided an update on USMTF standards and testing.  He discussed the results from the Joint USMTF TRP/CCB 3-03 meeting held 14-18 July 2003.  Electronic voting on 2 Urgent USMTF ICPs was conducted 25 July 2003 and resulted in Change 1 to the USMTF 2004 baseline.  ACCB members were provided one copy of the USMTF 2004 Change 1 baseline CD-ROM.  The Joint USMTF TRP/CCB 4-03 is scheduled for 17-21 November 2003 in McLean, VA. This is a new location for the USMTF meeting.  There will also be a new numbering scheme for the meetings and the ICPs tracking system by calendar instead of by fiscal year starting in January 2004.  Currently, there are 33 ICPs scheduled for the meeting; 27 for the CCB and 6 for the TRP.  The Army plans to introduce a Priority ICP to include the data code "O" for MIL-STD 2525B "Military Operations Other Than War".  This information from MIL-STD 2525B was left out when the MIL-STD 2525B was introduced into MIL-STD 6040 in 2002.  ICPs approved at the CCB meeting will appear in the MIL-STD-6040 2005 baseline.  TRADOC has researched the Army Architecture Repository Management Systems (AARMS) and proposes that the Army assume sponsorship for four intelligence messages that DIA was proposing for deletion.  (Action Item AI03-/02 was issued to TRADOC on this issue).

k.  USMTF Testing Update.   Mr. Barnett briefed on USMTF testing issues.  Mr. Barnett reviewed the JITC test schedule for USMTF testing, including pre-test, test and Joint Analysis Review Panel (JARP) dates. The ACCB members were asked to identify Army systems for inclusion in future Joint Interoperability Tests (JITs) (Action Item AI 03-2/03).   He provided two slides on the USA System Joint Certification Status and asked the Army CCB members to review the chart.   The next USMTF JIT 04-01 test occurs on 12-16 January 2004.  GCCS-A is the only Army system identified for testing at this time.  Existing action item AI 02-3/02 is still open  regarding JITCs developing a new plan entitled "Interoperability Certification Methodology (ICM) Plan" with JITC Plan 3006 as an appendix.  Interoperability Key Performance Parameters (I-KPPs), IERs will be used as part of the test planning.  The Joint Staff/J-6 must validate and approve all I-KPPs and IERs.  Under this approach, individual systems instead of interfaces will now be certified.  This Interoperability Certification Methodology (ICM) Plan that summarizes these new test requirements was derived from CJCSM 6212/01B.  The briefing slides are available on the Army CCB web site.  

l.  VMF Test and Evaluation Working Group (TEWG) Update.   Mr. Rich Barnett, CECOM SEC, briefed on the VMF TEWG he attended from 12-13 August  2003.  The Army Central Technical Support Facility (CTSF), Ft. Hood TX, hosted the VMF TEWG.  The JITC provided and update on the Joint Certification Process.  The Joint Staff must certify requirements and mandates I-KPPs.   The CTSF briefed on the use of TRADOC System Manger (TSM) approved mission threads in an end-to-end multi-echelon environment.  The VMF TIDP Minimum Implementation (MINIMP) requirement is a JITC requirement to enter joint interoperability certification testing.  JITC is developing an Implementation database.    Mr. Barnett presented a list of existing and potential Army/Joint VMF interfaces.  These include: The Army Maneuver Control System to USMC Tactical Combat Operations (TCO) Command and Control Personal Computer (C2PC), Army Force XXI Battle Command Brigade and Below (FBCB2) and USMC C2PC, the AFATDS to Naval Fires Control System (NFCS) and Army Integrated Meteorological System (IMETS) to USAF and USMC Meteorological Systems.  Mr. Barnett presented a VMF Test schedule and VMF TEWG action items.  Mr. Barnett also discussed additional VMF Joint Testing Issues.

m.  COE Message Processor (CMP) Testing.     Mr. Jack Barro, CECOM SEC, provided an update on Conformance to Standards (CTS) Certification Testing for the COE Message Processor (CMP) and the Joint Message Preparation System (JMPS).  CECOM SEC conducted the CTS CMP Certification testing 19-21 August 2003.  The USMTF 2004 Change 1 baseline was tested on five operating platforms.  These operating platforms all running CMP Version 4.6.0.2 were Linux Red Hat, Sun Solaris 7.0 and 8.0 and Windows NT 4.0 and Windows 2000.  The CMP processed 761 valid and 82 scripted error messages developed by JITC.  Only minor problems were noted most with JITC test message errors, MIL-STD-6040 standards and table problems and one CMP related "Warning" message for a set that contains ambiguous field data.  The Army's test report recommended certification of the CMP and JMPS Version 4.6.0.2 for the five operating platforms tested.  Awaiting JITC evaluation and certification.

n.  PEO AMMO Presentation.  Mr. Dan Nathan, PEO Ammunition,  presented information about PEO Ammunition mission and goals.  He described where the PEO Ammunition programs came from.  He described the PEO Ammunition Organization including Close Combat Systems, Combat Ammo Systems - Indirect Fire, Maneuver Ammo System - Direct Fire and Joint Services.  He described the PM responsibilities in detail.  The PEO Ammunition Mortar Fire Control System (MFCS) uses several VMF messages included in the Joint VMF TIDP R5.  Mr. Nathan stated that PEO Ammunition's ACCB membership would result in more direct control and interaction assuring interoperability as new PEO Ammunition Systems are developed and fielded and Integration and Tie-in of PEO Ammunition's Participation on Fire Support Interoperability Board (FSIB), Software Blocking (SWB) and ACCB forums.  Mr. Nathan, the Government POC, and Mr. Bill Monk, CSC, will be the voting representatives to the ACCB for PEO Ammunition.

Mr. Ed Tawil, the ACCB Chairman, stated that an electronic vote on membership would take place in the next couple of weeks.  This briefing by PEO Ammunition will be provided to ACCB members.

o.  PEO STRI Presentation.  Mr. Craig Janisz, PEO STRI, presented information about PEO Simulation, Training and Instrumentation (PEO STRI). Mr. Janisz provided information on how the PEO STRI is organized.  Mr. Janisz gave the reasons why PEO STRI should be a member of the ACCB.  Some of the reasons are: Embedded training is a Key Performance Parameter (KPP) for the Future Combat System (FCS), Simulations will soon co-exist with the tactical network and PEO STRI is part of Software Blocking 1 and 2.  Future Combat System KPP #6 states that the FCS Family of Systems must have an embedded individual and collective training capability that supports live, virtual and constructive training environments. There are 38 training requirements in the 14 April 2003 Joint Requirements Oversight Council (JROC) approved FCS Operational Requirements Document (ORD).  PEO STRI will bring issues to the ACCB.  Also, because of embedded training requirements for FCS, PEO STRI needs a vote on what others are bringing to the ACCB.  Mr. Janisz will be the alternate ACCB member while Mr. Tom Kelso will be the primary voting representative for PEO STRI.

Mr. Ed Tawil, the ACCB Chairman, stated that an electronic vote on membership would take place in the next couple of weeks.  This briefing by PEO STRI will be provided to ACCB members.

p.  VMF ICP Review.  Mr. Chet Broccoli, Northrop Grumman, led the discussion on twenty-five VMF ICPs on the agenda.  The four Joint ICPs on the agenda were discussed and the Army CCB voted to defer pending withdrawal of ICPs TV02-030 and TV02-041, continue to disapprove ICP TV02-031 and continue to approve ICP TV03-065.  Twenty-one Army originated ICPs were discussed. Three ICPs required no action. ICP AV03-045 was deferred for re-write.  The originator withdrew ICP AV03-040. The ACCB vote on the other sixteen ICPS resulted in "modify and approve" vote for each. The table below reflects the detailed ACCB voting on all the VMF ICPs.  Mr. Al Watts, TM representative, raised an issue about preparing VMF ICPs.  The CECOM SEC response follows.  For the preparation of Change Proposals to the VMF TIDP, the preparer shall use the R6 version of the TIDP.  Since R6 does not contain all of the approved change proposals made against R5, the preparer shall also review all of the approved change proposals made against the R5 version of the TIDP to insure that the R6 page is the latest version of the page against which the current change is being made.
